YMCA staff reserve the right to remove players from a facility or the league if they are involved with any of the following acts toward
the coordinator, facility staff, official, player, or spectator.

Threatening and/or verbal abuse of an official, directly at another player or the League Coordinator.
Intentionally pushing, shoving, or making physical contact with another player, League Coordinator or official.
lllegal players not assigned to a team roster
